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To enhance foreign language learning, students need daily opportunities to
engage with standard English pronunciation and practice expressing their
thoughts while understanding others. Collaborating with ALTSs, local foreign
residents, visitors, exchange students, and those with international
experience enriches their exposure to English and makes lessons more
relevant to real-life communication. Additionally, by demonstrating effective
communication models, ALTs help students grasp the purpose, context, and

situations of real interactions, fostering practical language skills.
